PER CURIAM: 
 

This case is again before our Court after our superior court set aside our decision 
and the convening authority’s Action in United States v. Perry, ACM 37676 (f rev) (A.F. 
Ct. Crim. App. 4 August 2011) (unpub. op.), rev’d, No. 12-0070/AF (Daily Journal 
5 January 2012), and remanded it to the convening authority for a new post-trial review 
and Action.  
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Following the preparation of a new staff judge advocate recommendation and after 
reviewing the clemency submissions of the appellant and her counsel, the convening 
authority withdrew the previous 7 April 2011 Action of his predecessor and approved a 
new Action on 21 March 2012, approving a sentence of no punishment.   
 

The approved findings and sentence are correct in law and fact, and no error 
prejudicial to the substantial rights of the appellant occurred.  Article 66(c), UCMJ, 
10 U.S.C. § 866(c); United States v. Reed, 54 M.J. 37, 41 (C.A.A.F. 2000).  Accordingly,
